The structure
contains the most expensive construction matetialsiost instances, there will be many built-ins
and special features that are not typically presethie average home. There will be many instances
where individual cost estimates will be required¢oount for the unusual items that may be found
in this type residence. Each residence in thissolgl require the best efforts of an experienced
appraiser.

Foundation frame, andai@oflesigned to conform to best engineering
practices. Exterior walls may be brick veneer onst Floors may be of select oak over good sub
floor, carpet over underlay, quarry tile, or any combination of the abavigtiéh walls are plaster,
drywall, or best grade of wood paneling expertlglegal to stud walls. Windows are normally large
and plentiful, being of custom sizes and desigro®are generally “solid core” type with custom
design. All millwork is of highest quality materiapplied by skilled craftsmen. Plumbing fixtures
will be of the best grade available through norsmlrces. Bathrooms will have the best grade of
ceramic tile floors and walls. Large and numerous cldéeiguently cedar lined) are provided as
well as custom-made kitchen cabinets.

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Typical buildings of this class are expensive ond awo story residences. They are generally
located in a high-class residential section (dk@tate of construction) and are likely to beatitd

on large and professionally landscaped lots. Thege in area from approximately 1800 to 3000
square feet, although it is not uncommon to fireharin excess of 3000 square feet.

From an architectural standpoint, buildings of diéssification are often custom designed and built
for owners rather than being built by speculatbisre ornate and expensive trim around corners,
windows, doors and eaves is normally used. Desigy be adapted to contours and other
characteristics of the building site. Workmanskipighly skilled and work is normally performed
under architectural supervision.

From a structural standpoint, foundation is cordgim wall reinforced concrete footings.
Substructure walls are reinforced concrete, coadyerick, brick or stone. Exterior walls are usually
of face brick or stone. Typical floors are seleatdwood over good sub floor or carpet over
appropriate underlay.

From a structural standpoint, foundation is continuous wall footings with regtfozoncrete,
concrete block, brick or stone. Exterior walls awesatherboarding over sheathing and felt or brick
veneer over sheathing or rigid insulation. Flooesgood grade hardwood or carpet over underlay.

From a structural standpoint, buildings of thissification would typically have a concrete or wood
pier foundation. Framing is flimsy with studs aafter on wide spacings. Material is of low grade,
often “scrap” lumber is used and workmanship igleriPartitions are few and covered with low-
grade material. Doors and windows are of cheapiesk ssometimes homemade. Heating is by
space heater and plumbing fixtures are low cos.tifpw, if any, closets, cabinets or other built-in
features are provided.
